o California Community Colleges would be required to use a common course numbering system for all general
education requirement courses and transfer pathway courses

o  Goal of the Curriculum Committee is to bring this information to the attention of the MC campus

o Encourage faculty to consider the use of C-ID numbers if renumbering their courses.

Reason for change?
o People believe it is confusing for students.

= What order to take classes? What classes to take?
o This is the right thing for students, but how do we “Moorpark 1t?”
Some information is not clear. The state has a budget of $10 million to spend to look at the details of what is needed to make
these changes. Information will be shared as it is received.
Software updates:
o Streamline course scheduling: will allow students to pick a course and the system will give iterations, the
student will be able to choose courses needed, and register for classes.
o Mapper: will provide students a starting point
o Catalog: will have features to search courses and programs, all information will come from CourseLeaf.
o Grad App: easier communication with students regarding graduation requirements, such as, notifications, who

is close to graduating, and what is needed to graduate
