	Flex: Update on Spring 2014 
	The committee discussed plans for Spring 2014 Professional Development (PD) in February.  Members reported back from their departments that most other faculty did not plan to attend activities.  Several ideas were presented:
1. Allow presenters to pilot a presentation

2. Present a menu of “virtual” PD activities so that faculty and staff could do at their convenience

3. Have a Discipline Day in which faculty from all three colleges meet at one campus to share ideas

4. Have a PT Orientation or Information meeting.

5. Provide more PD for staff, including District Banner training.  

The group generally felt that #2 was the best option.  All like the “Discipline Day” idea but thought that it would be best offered in the Fall.  Also, there is some question about how much staff training this committee should provide.
